	EXPECTED DURATION
	1 school hour (45 min)



	
EDUCATIONAL OUTCOMES:
- recognizes sight as one of the fundamental human senses
- notices the influence of perception on the objective image
- distinguishes between concepts: I see, I feel, I imagine and applies them to pictures

ELABORATION OF OUTCOMES:
- expresses his/her opinion
- notices details in pictures
- highlights details that influence perception
- analyzes the content of images
- critically reflects on different levels of perception
- notices differences at different levels


CROSS-CURRICULAR TOPICS:
- personal and social development (develops self-image, learns collaboratively and works in a team)
- learning how to learn (information management, creative thinking, critical thinking, adaptive learning, developing self-image, collaborating with others)

TEACHING AIDS: paper, markers, hammer paper, Power point presentation

	
OUTCOMES




STRUCTURE OF THE TEACHING UNIT (WORKSHOP) AND APPROXIMATE DURATION OF EACH STAGE

	1. INTRODUCTORY PART – MOTIVATION (5 min)



The teacher shows the students a picture of a boy with a dog. The students are asked what they see in the picture. The students make various objective and subjective observations, after which the teacher announces the topic of the workshop I See, I Feel, I Imagine.

	3. CENTRAL PART – WORKSHOP (35 min)



The introductory part of the central part will discuss sight. Sight is one of the most important human senses, but we often neglect perception and the influence of emotions on an objective image. Whether we see the same things in the same image or not is determined by previous experience and our current emotional state.
· I see – an objective picture devoid of all assumptions and emotional experiences
· I feel – the subjective feeling that an image gives to the observer
· I imagine – the assumption and cause-and-effect relationships of an image based on previous experiences and emotional state.

After a short theoretical part, the workshop will follow. The teacher will divide the students into groups of 3 to 4 people. Each group will be given a photo that they will have to describe using the following expressions:
1. I see …
2. I feel …
3. I imagine …

After each group has completed its task, they will share their thoughts with the others. The other groups will comment and, if necessary, add their own opinions.

	4. SYNTHESIS AND UPDATE (5 min)



The synthesis will emphasize the importance of objective and subjective opinions about the observed image or object. Subjective opinions are often the result of one's own perception, which depends on the current state of the observer, previous experience, and many other factors. In contrast, objective ones are real facts that can be observed, and which include only what is visible to the eye. The categories "I feel" and "I imagine" exclude the objective.
