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TABLEAUX VIVANTS

This lesson was carried out on  November 2023, during the students’exchange in Catania - Italy, within the Erasmus+ Project “A different view of the world”. 
In that week students focused on several activities involving photography. 
This lesson took place in Ortigia- Siracusa, on the 28th of November . Students were divided into groups in order to pose for different tableaux vivants, each one  reproducing famous paintings and iconic scenes from movies, music and pop culture. 

Objectives: this lesson was meant to offer the participating students further opportunities to cooperate on a common task, elaborating their own final output and working all together, exchanging their ideas and opinions in English, to achieve a shared goal and to learn and improve techniques relating to photography.
